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 “We are only limited by our self belief”
Michael Tipper ran away from home at the age of 16 and joined the ranks of the Royal Navy.  He showed promise and potential in his early years as an apprentice technician, was selected for a commission and sent to the Britannia Royal Naval College at Dartmouth to begin his officer training.

He specialised as a weapon engineer officer in the Royal Navy's elite submarine service and as part of his training completed his submarine qualification in record time.  The commanding officer of his first submarine stated, “Tipper has achieved a remarkable degree of success and has shown a remarkable talent for organisation, he has exceptionally bright prospects in the service” and “Tipper is a most capable engineer whose performance reveals flair and competence”

During his training he won the United States Naval Institute prize, achieved a first class honours degree in engineering, won the Herbert Lott prize for the best overall student on the Initial Staff Course at the Royal Naval staff College in Greenwich, and the Commander Emley Prize as the top graduate Of the Nuclear General Course.
His success in his naval career is all the more remarkable because when he joined the Royal Navy he had fairly average potential and he thought he had a bad memory.  A chance encounter and a faded newspaper advert led him to discovering a long lost secret about how to learn and remember information quickly and easily and the timeless principles of success.  He applied this knowledge, which led him to achieving his successes against the odds.
After deciding that he wanted to share his knowledge and experience of how to learn and remember more effectively with other people, he entered the World Memory Championships, set his sights on and won the silver medal.  In hindsight he realises that the reason he came second was because he believed he could not win.  Had he believed he could win, he is convinced to this day that the title would have been his without any extra training or skills.

Contestants in this international competition have to remember such things as numerous decks of cards, pages and pages of numbers, lists of words, names and faces.  Though many of these feats aren't necessarily practical in the real world, the simple principles and techniques required to do them have significant day-to-day application and relevance to the modern business professional.

Since that day, Michael has been directly responsible for teaching over half a million people how to remember and be successful at it.  He has appeared on the Big Breakfast, Sky News, Nickelodeon TV, Amazing People, The Guinness Show, BBC Radio National and Regional, GLR, Talk Radio, and in The Daily Mail, The Times and The Guardian.  In his presentation Michael takes the entire audience through a process whereby they achieve something that they previously thought was beyond their capabilities.  The exercise enables delegates to raise their self belief and therefore achieve greater goals. 
Michael’s message is important for:

· Organisations with a significant investment in and a strong reliance on effective training and development

· Individuals swamped with too much information
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
