Roger Black is one of the country’s most successful sportsmen having represented Great Britain for fourteen years at the highest level in the world of athletics.  Born in Portsmouth on the 31 March 1966, Roger was educated at Portsmouth Grammar School and subsequently went on to read medicine at Southampton University.  Roger is particularly admired for his triumphs over adversity, overcoming serious injuries and a rare heart valve condition to go on to become a world champion.

He was British Men’s Team Captain and was awarded the MBE in 1992. 
Team Black recently won the Aviva Legends Relay.

By combining his experience of self-motivation and attainable personal development, both on and off the track, he motivates organisations throughout the UK and Europe.
