In 1985 he helped establish Blackrod Interactive Services and today Lipfriend Rodd International develops multimedia applications across all internationally accepted technology platforms.

The principles Michael applies to his work today had already been put into practice on the award-winning BBC series The Risk Business which related business realities to market opportunities.  In 1980 he won the Industrial Broadcaster of the Year Award, presented by the British Institute of Management.  Though much of his work remains in conventional film and video, he also helps a wide client base relate appropriate new technologies to specific communication needs.  From his decade of presenting Tomorrow’s World, he is well used to communicating new ideas in ways that are interesting and relevant to his target audience.
